Battle of Bull Run

Emancipation Proclamation
· January 1, 1863 – ______________________________________________________________________________
· Had little effect on slavery – he was the president in the north, where slavery didn’t exist

Siege of Vicksburg
· Vicksburg located on a bluff that allowed control of Mississippi River 
· Confederate city that took 6 weeks of bombardment by Union soldiers
· Vicksburg was surrounded by Union troops and literally starved to death
· Confederates surrendered the city ( and control of the Mississippi River) on July 4, 1863

Fort Wagner 
· 186,000 blacks join Union forces = ______________________________________

Appomattox
· Ulysses S. Grant = Total war
“Inflict all the damage you can against their war resources”

· Union troops destroyed farms, factories, plantations, railroads, animals – any resource that could help the Confederates win the war

Noble Surrender of the South
· April 9, 1965 – _______________________________________________
· General Lee (Confederacy) met in Appomattox to surrender his military to General Grant (Union) to formally end the American Civil War 
· ______________________________________________________________
· Confederate soldiers to go home and fight no longer  ( typically would have been enslaved or killed)
· Take horses or mules, gave food for travel home, generals could keep their weapons 
· General Lee agreed to the surrendering terms given by Grant 
“The war is over, the rebels are our countrymen again” – General Grant
